Governor Inaugurates New Health Center With Extended Services At The Fishing And Tourism 
Community Of La Ribera 

 
 La Ribera.   Governor Narciso Agúndez stated that the facts evidence his government´s 
commitment to the health of all residents of Baja California Sur, especially the less fortunate families;  
his statement relates to the inauguration of the new health center with extended services in the 
fishing and tourism community of La Ribera, as part of the integral health services modernization 
program launched in 2005, which central point is the construction of the new general hospital Juan 
María de Salvatierra. 
 Accompanied by the Health Minister, Francisco Cardoza Macías, the Governor added that this 
health project was made possible due to the participation of the developing company of “Cabo 
Riviera” Resort and the Federal Government, with an investment of over 20 million Pesos in benefit of 
the families of the East Cape area. 
 This new health center with extended services has the necessary equipment to provide basic 
health services, minor surgeries and specialized medical attention and equipment for trauma-related 
emergencies. 
 Governor Narciso Agúndez emphasized that the participation of the businessmen made 
possible for the residents of this area to have a quality health center, one of the main demands, not 
only of the families of La Ribera, but of the entire Northern region of Los Cabos and the southern area 
of La Paz, considering that the old health center in this area was over 40 years old.  
 The State Executive added that one particular characteristic of this extended health center 
project is that it has the capacity to grow as the population increases, including the capacity to 
operate as a regional hospital to provide services to all the delegations and communities in this area 
of the State.  
 The Governor highlighted that the main priority of his government is the health of all residents, 
adding that this translates into the progress and well-being of the communities, and stated that this 
effort has been reflected in the construction of the new hospitals in Loreto and Cabo San Lucas, as 
well as the restoration and construction of houses and health centers in the five municipalities of the 
State, and the mega-project of this government, consisting of the construction and equipping of the 
new general specialized hospital Juan María de Salvatierra. 
 Accompanied by businessmen Oscar Manuel Saigueiro, representative of Cabo Cortés, and 
Mariano Mariscal, representing Cabo Riviera, the State Executive insisted on his interest in 
supporting any productive projects that are characterized by their interest in social well-being and 
added that the exploitation of the resources in this area must reflect on better living conditions for the 
families in Baja California Sur. 
 On the other hand, the municipal delegate, Julio César Montaño, emphasized the importance 
of this project, and added that the same has satisfied one of the fundamental needs of any citizen, 
which is having a respectable space for his or her health care, and congratulated the joint efforts of 



the State Government and the businessmen in achieving the establishment of this health center for 
the community and its surrounding areas.
